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HUD recently published the recipients by city and state of the "Fair Share" Housing Vouchers for FY 2002. (We've listed them below. Please note that they are different from and in addition to the Mainstream Vouchers we listed in Information Bulletin #42.). 

There are 16,500 FY 2002 Fair Share Housing vouchers. As you remember from FY 2000 and 2001, these vouchers are competitive and Housing Authorities, States and non-profits receive extra points if they agreed that AT LEAST 15% of the vouchers will go to persons with disabilities and AT LEAST 3% will go to persons on Medicaid's Home and Community-Based Waivers to enable them to move out of nursing homes or to stay in their communities. ( These extra points were explained in earlier Information Bulletins. [See www.stevegoldada.com and click on archives.]) 

Many advocates had difficulty "tracking" whether their local Housing Authorities were IN FACT really using the vouchers as they told HUD they would - i.e., 15% to pwds and 3%.to help people leave nursing homes. We heard a number of stories that local HA were awarded these vouchers and did not then assign them to PWDs or MA Waiver recipients. 

You have several advocacy handles for both FY 2000 and 2001, as well as the newly issued FY 2002 vouchers. First, you have to go to your HA and ask them how did they identify whether a person on the HA's "waiting list" for vouchers was a PWD or a person on a MA Waiver. In the past, most HA did not know if a person had a disability, let alone a MA Waiver. Force the HA to identify the process they used. 

Second, if you know PWDs who have been on the HA's waiting list for vouchers and should have received the Fair Share 15% or 3% vouchers, go with them to the HA to demand to know why they did not receive a voucher. 

Third, you must ask your regional HUD offices what they have done to ensure that the 15% and 3% requirements have been enforced by the HA. HUD can track these vouchers. PWDs and MA Waiver recipients have a legally enforceable right to those vouchers. Don't let your HA and HUD get away with not using the Fair Share vouchers as they are supposed to. 

Fourth, now is the time to make sure the FY 2002 Fair Share vouchers will go to PWDs and MA waiver recipients. Below is a breakdown of the recent winners. Hold your local and state HAs accountable. This is an easy win if you make it an grassroots issue.
