The GIS group will be the catch all analysis and data compilation group. 
Any time another group needs help with any kind of spatial analysis we will 
work with that group.  
Step one will be preparing for data, map, and analysis requests.  We have 
started gathering and compiling base data that will be useful to a majority 
of the groups and then worry about tracking specific data down as needed.  
The data we have will be tracked using and excel spreadsheet containing 
information similar to the word document attached to this email (essentially 
a metadata doc).  This spreadsheet will reside in the GIS group folder on 
the N: drive.  
Step two will be creating a standard map template that will be used by all 
groups to present spatial analysis results in a standard manner.  This 
template will provide guidelines for legend, north arrow, title block, logo, 
and neatline standards.  
After the first two steps are complete we will be ready to aid in any 
analysis needed by the other groups and can proceed in a uniform fashion.  
Random Thoughts... We have had issues posting data to the N: drive.  This drive appears to be 
full (as of Saturday).  Due to the volume of data that the GIS group will be 
compiling a central storage directory will be essential.  Please let us know 
who to talk to about this issue.  
We would like to do a brief (10 min) overview of the GIS group role after it 
is approved.  During this presentation we would like to set up a data / 
analysis request procedure and solicit feedback on our map templates.  Do 
you have any thoughts on this?
