County Airport is situated on 640 acres located in Richmond Heights, Willoughby Hills and Highland Heights. Its operation is funded by tenant ground leases, fixed annual rents, hangar fees, and fees on fuel sales, landing and aircraft parking. A 100-acre industrial park is on airport land, and includes office space, and light manufacturing and service companies housed in five buildings developed by Airport Partners, Ltd., a private development company. There currently are more than 1200 people employed at the various businesses located at County Airport.
Located in Greater Cleveland, the Cuyahoga County Airport is in the middle of the greatest concentration of consumer and industrial markets in the United States. Within a 500-mile radius are half of the population of the U.S. and Canada, half of America’s buying power and half of its production facilities. The airport is under the direction of the Cuyahoga County Board of Commissioners and provides the eastern link to Greater Cleveland’s aeronautical facilities in conjunction with Cleveland Hopkins and Burke Lakefront Airports.
A fixed base operator provides full service aircraft maintenance and avionics, charter and flight management services and certified flight schooling. Heated and unheated hangar space is available. Exterior tie-down space can accommodate transient aircraft. The airport features a complete FAA instrument landing system and a modern air traffic control tower. A well-trained security, fire and maintenance department is on duty 24 hours a day.
