Police Departments

Attached is a spreadsheet that details all police departments in Cuyahoga County.  In addition, a GIS jurisdictional map of the police departments and Swat Teams will be posted soon.  The spreadsheet is organized by government municipality and contains the phone number and the street address for each police department (Column B and D, respectively).  The city of Cleveland has one police department that is comprised of six districts.   The township of Chagrin Falls contracts the police services of the Village of Chagrin Falls.  

Columns F, G and H show the number of full time law enforcement officers, civilians and total employees, respectively for 2000.   The same information is contained in Columns I, J and K for 2003.   These data are from the FBI’s Uniform Crime Reports (http://www.fbi.gov/ucr/ucr.htm#cius).  These go back to 1995 as part of a voluntary reporting program, and therefore, all cities may not be reported.  For the purposes of the spreadsheet, any data marked in italics are from 2004 (The Plain Dealer April 25, 2004).   Column L shows the 2003 budgets for each police department (The Plain Dealer April 25, 2004).  However, I collected the actual line item expenditures of many police departments in Cuyahoga County for a five-year period, and have that data available in hard copy if trend data are what you seek.

Columns M and N show the violent crimes (murder, rape, aggravated robbery, and assault) and property crimes (burglary, larceny/theft, vehicle theft, and arson) reported in the year 2002.  These data are derived from multiple sources, including the Cleveland Magazine and the FBI’s Uniform Crime Reports.  I have other years available in hard copy.  Population data (Column O) are from the 2000 census.  User units include Law Enforcement Officers per 1,000 Population (Column P), Total Law Enforcement Employees per 1,000 Population (Column Q), as well as Crimes per 1,000 Population (Columns R and S).  It may also be useful to develop other user groups from the data to determine efficiencies including, cost per resident and cost per police officer.

There are a total of 16 different SWAT teams in the County.  Membership of fourteen SWAT Teams are detailed in Column T.  Note that the Southwest Enforcement Bureau is divided into three regions.  The Cuyahoga County Sheriff and the Cuyahoga Metropolitan Housing Authority are the other two SWAT teams in the county, and their jurisdiction is county wide.  Two Swat Teams also contain members from adjacent counties.  Valley Enforcement Group includes Bainbridge Township, Chardon, Chester Township, Reminderville, Russel Township, and South Russel.  The Southwest Enforcement Bureau Western Region includes Brunswick.

Finally, data from other state chartered police departments in Cuyahoga County are shown at the bottom of the spreadsheet.  
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
