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Cuyahoga County 

Chief Law enforcement officer is Gerald McFaul.  The department has three main Divisions:  Law Enforcement, Civil and Corrections.  The Law Enforcement Divion consists of the Apprehension, Criminal Records, Detective Bureau, Home Detention, K-9, Narcotics and Sexual Offenders Unit.  The Civil Division includes 6 departments and carries out court orders.  The six departments of the Civil Division include Body Attachments, Cashiers, Deeds and Distributions, Executive on court orders, Land Sales and Writs.  The Corrections division manages a facility with an inmate capacity of 1,749.

Lake County 

Chief Law enforcement officer is Daniel Dunlap.  Duties include:  providing security to the Court of Common Pleas, Court of Appeals, and the Probate Court.  Serves all warrants, writs, subpoenas and other order from the court. 

Includes an 86 square mile patrol area for a population of 225,000 people.  Provides full police services for Perry, Painesville, Leroy and Concord Townships (total population = 45,000).  Operates a detective Burea, SWAT team.  Their Central Dispatch Communications Division provides dispatch services for twelve (12) Police and eight (8) fire agencies as well as providing 911 services.  Also conducts Sheriff Sales and child safety programs.  Operates the 8th largest county jail in Ohio and a minimum security jail facility.  Provides fugitive extraditions and transports for all inmates to court, hospitals, prisons.

Portage County 

Chief Law enforcement officer is Duane Kaley.  Includes the following divisions:  Civil Division, Records Division and Detective Bureau.  The Civil Division handles all executions of judgements owed, seizures of property, foreclosures of real estate, eviction proceedings and services of all court processed civil papers.  

Operates three locations:

Main office is located at 8240 Infirmary Road in the Justice Center in Ravenna, Ohio.  Also operates a North and South Post.  

Medina County 

Chief Law Enforcement Officer is Neil F. Hassinger.  Operates the following Divisions:  Communications Center, Corrections, Civil Division (including subpoenas, abandoned vehicles, sheriff sales and foreclosures), Administration, Road Patrol, Detective Bureau, Training Division and Court Security.

Main office is located at 555 Independence Drive in Medina.  Also houses employees at the Courthouse at 93 Public Square in Medina.

Lorain County

Chief Law Enforcement Officer is Phil R. Stammitti.  Operates the following divisions: Civil Division, Records Division, Court Services, Law Enforcement, Community, Corrections, Special Divisions.

Patrol area for law enforcement services is 357 square miles with an area population of 61,000 residents.  For faster operations, officers have access to 6 strategically placed sub-stations throughout the county which were constructed by the providing Townships. The officers use these stations to write reports, conduct interviews and conduct investigation follow ups.

The Sheriff's Office operates and maintains a 24 hour-a-day dispatch center that provides dispatch services for other agencies such as police, fire departments and volunteer ambulance associations.

Geauga County

Geauga County is a predominately rural Northeastern Ohio County comprised of 16 townships, four villages and one city covering an area of 404 miles.  The Chief Law Enforcement Officer is Dan McClelland.  The Office operates the following Divisions/Programs:  Adminstration, Victims Advocate, Chaplain, Civil Division (including Land Sales and Communications), Corrections Division, Court Security, Crime Prevention, Patrol Division, and Records Division.

Summit County

Chief Law Enforcement Officer is Drew Alexander.  Summit County’s Sheriff Department consists of the following divisions:  Adminstration, Operations, and Corrections.  The Operations Divion encompasses the Investigative Bureau, Communications, Training, Community Policy, Special Operations and the Summit County Drug Unit.  

Summit County’s sheriff department provides contract police services to the following: Akron Canton Airport, City of Green, Coventry Township, Northfield Center Township, Twinsburg and Boston Township.

Cuyahoga Emergency Communications System (CECOMS).

Is a  24-hour, 7-day-a-week emergency operation providing emergency communication services for all of Cuyahoga County and many parts of northeastern Ohio. The CECOMS primary service is to coordinate cellular and wireless 9-1-1 calls and emergency ambulance and hospital communications. This includes answering 9-1-1 calls, establishing communications between ambulance units and hospitals and monitoring the accuracy of the transmissions. There are over 100 ambulance units and 40 hospitals that rely on the CECOMS for communication coordination on a daily basis. In addition, the CECOMS Center coordinates communications with police and fire departments and other health care agencies in the 59 political subdivisions of Cuyahoga County.  2004 statistics show 550,000 calls received annually.
