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Schools: Introduction

Most people would agree that the school system is one of the most important systems in this state, and even worldwide.  Most people will also agree that the school system in the State of Ohio needs a change.  Before we focus on how changes can be made, we need to find out how schools are functioning today and in the past.  

School funding currently receives the second largest percentage of funding from the State of Ohio, only behind Medicare, yet there continues to be a growing concern for how to fund schools in the State.  The concern was publicly addressed about 29 years ago.

In 1976, and in response to citizen protests, House Bill (HB) 920 was passed and set the precedent for the way schools are funded in the state of Ohio.  For the past 29 years schools in the State have been funded by both property taxes and the Ohio State Lottery, with property taxes providing the bulk of funding.  The fact that property taxes are used to fund schools throughout the State continues to raise a number of concerns when coupled with some of the State’s most distressed neighborhoods.

The two types of property taxes that school funding operates under are real property tax and tangible personal property.  Real property tax is levied on land and buildings located within the school district, and private individuals, businesses and public utilities that own land and buildings within the district also pay property taxes.  

Tangible personal property tax is a tax levied on furniture, fixtures, machinery, equipment and inventory owned by businesses.  Every six months the county auditors office of each county appraises all tangible property to determine the values and it is assessed by a millage rate.  Property tax bills are calculated on the assessed value of property, which equals 35% of the auditors appraised value, and the final computation of local property tax rates are computed in mills.  Every mill costs property owners $1.00 for every $1,000 of assessed valuation each year.  

This being said, some of the State’s underserved and distressed neighborhoods are immediately at a disadvantage because if they don’t have high assessed property values, they are faced with an insufficient amount of money to fund the public schools in their neighborhoods.  As a result, not only are the citizens of Ohio outraged with the way schools are funded, but even the Ohio Supreme Court ruled that the State’s school funding policy is unconstitutional. 

At some time in a life, every person will be faced with this problem, whether it was going through the school system yourself or sending your child through the school system.  When researching the topic of Regional Governance for the School Systems, we looked at many different topics.  Of course the students come first.  Students are the future and must always be put first. Teacher came next because without the teachers, the students would not receive a good education.  Next we looked at the services provided by the school systems in order to educate the students.  Principals come right behind teachers.  Finally we looked at bond issues past and present.  We will wrap things up with a look at other areas and other case studies.  

Schools: An Analysis on the Student Data

Racial Makeup

Based on the “Student Enrollment and Graduation” table, it is immediately apparent that Geauga, Lake, Lorain, Medina, Portage and Summit counties have predominantly white student populations over the past 5 years.  Over the past five years, Geauga averages about 96.4% white students, Lake averages about 92.9%, Lorain averages 78.2%, Medina averages 96.6%, Portage averages 94.1%, and Summit averages 75.5%.  Cuyahoga County only averages about 50.8% white students over the past five years.  

The table also shows that Cuyahoga County has the most racially diverse population of students when compared to the other six counties.  Over the past five years it averages 42% Black students; 7.5% Multiracial; 3.8% Hispanic; 1.7% Asian/Pacific Islander; .9% American Indian/Alaskan Native,  (with only Summit close behind with 21% Blacks; 5.2% Multi Racial; 1.8% Asian/Pacific Islander; and .6% American/Indian and Hispanic).

Enrollment Rates
Over the past five years (1999-2004), the number of students enrolled in Cuyahoga, Lake and Summit counties are gradually decreasing, whereas in the other four counties, they are experiencing a growth.  Cuyahoga lost 1,890 students, Summit lost 930, and Lake lost 74.  The number of students enrolled in Lorain is growing the fastest, and it increased by 2,235 students.  Slightly behind Lorain is Medina (1900), Portage (364) and Geauga (360).  

During the 2003-2004 school year, Cuyahoga had 203,217 students; Summit had 85,421; Lorain - 47,860; Lake - 34,877; Medina - 29,745; Portage - 24,750; and Geauga - 13,263.

Over the past five years, fewer students are attending schools in Cuyahoga and Summit counties.

Student Instructional, Building and Operational Expenditures

In terms of the instructional, building and operational expenditures per pupil, Cuyahoga County spends the most each year, averaging $11,031; followed by Lake ($8,787); Geauga ($8,555); Summit ($8,471); Lorain ($8,128); Portage ($8,009); and Medina ($7,893)
. 


Graduation Rates
The average 2002-2003 graduation rates for each county is as follows: Cuyahoga (77.5%), Summit (84.5%), Lake (91.1%), Portage (93.1%), Lorain (92.8%), Medina (94.1), and Geauga (96%).    

Cuyahoga county has the lowest graduation rate, followed by Summit.
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% of Freshmen passing all proficiency test
In Cuyahoga County 71.2% of the freshmen pass all proficiency tests.  However this information is skewed because East Cleveland averages 28.7%, Cleveland municipal school district averages 32.3%, Maple Heights averages 35%, Warrensville averages 36.6%, Bedford averages 46.6%, and Euclid averages 47.9%.  The Cuyahoga county average relies heavily on the better performing districts, however it does not tell the entire story of what is going on in the county.  

In Geauga County 80% of its student body passes all parts of the proficiency tests.  Half of the eight districts within the county average above 80%, whereas the other half ranges from 69% to 76%.  In Lake County (73.9%) passes, Lorain (68.5%), Medina (76%), Portage (70.6%), and Summit (68.7%).  

Can Regionalizing Schools Work?

Based on my student data from the seven counties, regionalizing schools is not the most optimal suggestion.  I think there would be a lot of resistance, primarily from the six counties, to merge with Cuyahoga County.  My data suggests that Cuyahoga County is the most diverse, spends the most on a pupil per academic year, has the lowest graduation rate, lost the most students within the past five years, and it has the lowest percentage of freshmen that pass all proficiency tests.  This implies that Cuyahoga has many cards dealt against it, and the likelihood of other counties merging with their school services is highly questionable.  

Other counties, let alone other districts within Cuyahoga County, are going to be resistant to taking on the socioeconomic challenges of the Cleveland public school system and other poorly performing school districts.  However, I do think that certain things can be done within other districts in one county to manipulate economies of scale.  

I would suggest that school districts incorporate tinkering and pooling resources so that they can purchase the essential instructional school materials and supplies collectively.  This will save each district a significant amount on their total expenses for the year.

Schools: An Analysis of Teacher Data

Without teachers, schools would not be able to function.  However, not anyone can walk into a school and teach a classroom of students.  Teachers must be certified to teach in the classroom and must be dedicated to teaching our future leaders-the students.  Three statistics will be looked at in the discussion of regional governance: Average Teacher Salary, Student/Teacher Ratio, and Teacher Attendance.  These statistics are available for each school district from 2000 to 2004 and averaged for each of the seven counties.  Additional statistics are have been calculated for the average per district and the change over the years.  See Attachment 1 for statistics listed above and the raw data for all years.  All data was collected from the Ohio Department of Education, www.ode.state.oh.us/.

Introducing the Data

Average Teacher Salary

Most would understand the importance of Average Teacher Salary in the discussion of regional governance.  Teacher Salaries make up the majority of the district budget.  If money can be saved on the teacher’s salary, than there would be more money for other necessities.  From the data in Table 1, (taken from Attachment 1), there is a range across the counties for the average salary.  This range goes from $46,423 for Geauga County to $54,697 for Lake County.  This range equals approximately $8,300.  Could it be possible for all counties to have an average of $46,423?  This would equal a savings of $21,657 for one year.  

An interesting fact is that Lake, Lorain, Medina, Portage, and Summit do not have a variance from their county average across all years.  This is not the case for each district in those counties.  (See Attachment 1)  There is only one district to have a decrease amount, Coventry in Summit County.  There was a large increase from 00/01 to 01/02, but the salary for 03/04 is still lower than the salary of 00/01.  (See Attachment 1 for actual numbers)  At four different points within Attachment 1, data was not available.  These holes were taken into consideration when calculating the District Averages and the amount of Change over the Years.  There was not a reason given by the Department of Education for the lack of data.

Student/Teacher Ratio

Even though it is not as obvious as Teacher Salaries, Student/Teacher Ratio is an important statistic.  This ratio looks at the quality of education a student is getting within the classroom.  There are many statistics to asses the quality of education, student/teacher ratio is just one of those.  The more students in a classroom with one teacher, the higher the ratio, and the lower the individual attention a student receives by the teacher.  With a low ratio, students would be able to participate more frequently and have more individual attention for the teacher in the classroom.  Students would also be able to be up to ‘bat’ more often when playing kickball or be the line leader more often.  Each state sets certain ratios for students up to four years old; at the point the ratio is fifteen students per one teacher.  No set ratios were found for school age students.  

Below in Table 2 are the County Averages for Student/Teacher Ratios.  The highest ratio was in 2000/2001 for Medina County at 21.1.  The lowest ratio was in 2003/2002 for Cuyahoga County at 16.3.  The highest increase over all districts was 6.6 at Cleveland in Cuyahoga County, which is now at 22.4.  This ratio for 2003/2004 is one of the highest ratios.  The largest decrease was at Highland in Medina County with –8.2.  For 2003/2004 the ratios was 22.1, and in 2000/2001 is was at 30.3.  Even though the current ratio is close to average for Medina County, Highland District was at a very high ratio in 2000/2001.  Across the seven counties the average ratio is 18.1.

Teacher Attendance

The importance of teacher attendance seems self-explanatory.  In order to be an effective teacher, s/he must be present in the classroom.  Teacher attendance statistics can show a number of qualities of teachers: dedication and attitude are just two of the qualities.  Overall, the higher the teacher attendance, the more likely the students are receiving a good education and the more likely the students are actually attending school. 

As seen in Table 3, there is not much of a change in attendance rates across the seven counties or the years.  One thing to note is with a large number of teachers in each county, it would take a number of absences of a single teacher to decrease the average attendance of that county.  The teachers at East Cleveland School District in Cuyahoga County for the school year of 2001/2002 obtained perfect attendance.  Perry School District in Lake County also had perfect attendance in 2003/2004.  The lowest attendance was in Maple Heights District in Cuyahoga County in 2002/2003, at 69.8%.

These three statistics were used due to the availability across all school years.  Attachment 1 contains raw data from these years.  Some other points to look at are education level, years of experience, and level of certification.  Table 4 contains the available data for the 2003/2004 school year divided into county averages.  This data is the most current data available.  Teachers and other informed residents have predicted many changes for the 2004/2005 data.  This fact is due to the overall lack of funding for the public school systems.

Regional Governance

When thinking about regionalizing schools based on teachers, two factors stand in the way.  The two big factors for the teachers would be salaries and the student/teacher ratios.  These factors would be present at each level of regionalism.  Since each school district pays each teacher a different amount, a regional standard would have to be set and agreed upon by every teacher and administrator.  This standard would be a difficult decision, since not many teachers would agree to do the same job for less pay.  

Salary

Referring back to Table 4, the region average teacher salary is $50,211 for 2003/2004.  There are only two counties who on average pay teachers more than this region average.  One can then assume that if Cuyahoga and Lake County decrease the average teacher’s salary to $50,211 and if the other five counties increase the average salary to $50,211, the regional average teacher salary would remain constant.  Thus if the five counties kept the 2003/2004 salaries and Cuyahoga and Lake County decreased the salary even more, the region would save money on the average teacher’s salary.  The same process could be followed for only regionalizing the school districts in Cuyahoga County.  The average teacher salaries are more evenly dispersed in the county (See Attachment 1-Salary).  19 school districts are above the county average and 12 are below.  Salary adjustment of any kind is always a tedious process and must be done carefully by the proper experts.

Student/Teacher Ratio
The table below was taken from the Demographic Group’s Table 6: Education, the source for this table was the Ohio Department of Development.  The Student/teacher ratio was calculated by simply dividing the students by the teachers.  The ratios are different than the ones presented in Table 2, above.  The numbers below are the possible student/teacher ratios, whereas the ratios in Table 2 are the reported average ratios.  The numbers below show that every teacher in the region could have as few as 15 students in the classroom.  Even if Cuyahoga County was the only county regionalized, teachers would only have about 13 students in the classroom.  15 and 13 students are lower than what teachers are facing today.

Possible Solution 

A work/pay efficiency point would have to be measured and calculated.  This point would be very difficult to pinpoint and would have to be done with input from the teachers.  One way to reach this efficiency point would to pay teachers based on the number of students in the classroom.  If a teacher were to receive a cut in the amount paid, the easiest way to justify the cut would be to reduce the class size and thus the student/teacher ratio.  The more students a teacher is responsible for, the more pay they would receive.  The pressure would be on the administration to keep the student/teacher ratio low so that they would not have to pay teachers as much.  There would also have to be a ceiling as to how many students a teacher is able to have in the classroom.  A teacher should not have 35 students in a room and try to make the most money.  In this situation the 35 students are not getting the best education possible.  If each teacher had fewer students, they would be able to teach the students more, in theory.  Teachers would be able to focus the students more and be able to give enough attention to each student.

Based on Figure 1. Total Number of Schools, Lake County has the largest number of schools at 570, followed by Cuyahoga County at 367, with Summit coming in third with a total of 152.  The remainder of the counties follow behind in this respective order: Stark, Portage, Medina, Ashtabula, and Geauga.  With a total of 1507, it may at first glimpse appear that maybe there should be some consolidation between schools.  However, when analyzing the pupils per district, it is apparent that the number of schools is proportionate with the number of students when looking at the aggregated totals.  This comparison is easier to visualize in Tables 2. and 4. which provides the percentage of the total.  With similar proportions being established, then the next question is if there is a formula or a particular methodology as what constitutes an optimal student population.  Unfortunately, studies provide varying results so there is no absolute in terms of an optimal school size.
  Be that as it may, some school systems have determined specific criteria and are proposing the closure of “underutilized” schools.  There is a push for such a merger between schools in Memphis City Schools
, which released findings in February 2005 from a comprehensive study into the feasibility of merging under-utilized schools.

The report concluded that merging 10 schools would produce a considerable savings to taxpayers of $5.8 million in  2005-06 and a total of $46.8 million. The criteria used to select schools that should be merged included:

· decreasing enrollment and

· population levels

Northeastern Ohio does share these similarities with Memphis.  However, it must be noted that with mergers also comes loss of employment mainly for teachers.  Many Northeastern Ohio school districts are already dealing with a severe shortage of staff due to budget constraints.  Although teachers and other personnel compose the lion’s share of  the all the counties’ budgets, they are the most coveted resource.  Without adequate staffing levels, the education of students will undoubtedly suffer.  There are arguments both for and against larger schools.  These proponents rely heavily on simplified business model but it does not appear that they take in account the negative spillover effects that “cost-saving” mergers.  "A higher percentage of students, across all socioeconomic levels, are successful when they are part of smaller, more intimate learning communities.  Security improves and violence decreases, as does student alcohol and drug abuse," according to a recent U.S. Department study.

A more detailed analysis would need to be done to ensure that Northeastern Ohio is not losing what we save on the front end in dollars lost on the back end in 

· increased student-to-teacher ratio 

· decreased guidance services

· increased security (which will mean additional costs both socially and economically), and 

· increased transportation costs (could increase if mergers are not done strategically). 

What needs to be determined is whether the overall quality of study will be negatively or positively impacted and how much can Northeastern Ohio is willing to forego in attempting to save money.  

If such mergers did take place (according to the Enrollment Data Table (R: drive)),  it appears that certain counties may benefit, namely Cuyahoga and Summit who both are seeing more pronounced losses in population than the other counties.   Because of the decrease in overall population, I would speculate that those students in which Cuyahoga and  Summit have “lost” have merely migrated to their neighboring counties.  These counties are most likely experiencing an artificial increase in enrollment so it could be argued that there is no true growth across the region and mergers or even perhaps a moratorium on new school buildings within a certain radius of existing school could be imposed.  This is very extreme and it is doubtful that it would withstand the political and social pressures from the suburbanites.  In summary, a more thorough analysis would need to be done to determine the true “increases or decreases” in enrollment across the region before any proposed merger took place.  

Transportation

According to an article on Cleveland.com, Bob Taft’s proposed only $8 million in 2005 for bus purchases and zero in fiscal year 2007 for the state’s 595 school districts.  The amount of money allocated for bus purchases has dropped from $36 million back in 2002 to $17 million this year.
  It is estimated that is costs $400/pupil to transport on a yearly basis.
   Because of this fact alone, there is going to have to be an aggressive strategy in using the limited monetary resources to salvage public transportation for students.  With the enactment of the No Child Left Behind Act, there are now stringent guidelines for the amount of monies that Title I schools can use for transportation costs.

There is a complex
  formula for determining state funding for school transportation, which could be use to determine an estimated amount that each district spends on transportation.    There obviously needs to be a strong collaborative effort on the school transportation issue.  An example of one is the Ohio Council Education Consortia
 which consists of a 10-member coop whose goal is to enhance the role and effectiveness of the individual educational purchasing consortium through the collaboration for state-wide or regional purchasing, sharing of information, and education of its members.
  Individual school districts can join the coops.   Because of the drastic cuts, it does not appear that transportation can be stretched much further than it already is.  It may be cost-effective to privatize extracurricular transportation, however a cost-benefit analysis would need to be performed to determine the cost effectiveness of such a proposal.
