Sustainable Infrastructure Standards


Formulate set of “sustainable standards” for each local infrastructure agency


Utilized these standards to (a) advocate for policy/program/procedure changes at state level (i.e., ODOT, OEPA, ODOD) and (b) formulate a framework for developing a regional sustainable infrastructure strategy.�


Land Assembly/Remediation Strategy


Facilitate the development of a regional (need to define size of region) land assembly strategy that would identify priority sustainable infrastructure initiatives necessary to support this strategy.


Establish small working group to formulate recommended changes in Ohio Brownfields legislation to facilitate the remediation of the land identified in the regional land assembly strategy.  Initiate advocacy process to obtain state support of the recommended legislative changes. �


Facilitate the development of a regional sustainable development plan that would, for the first time, link infrastructure preservation, air and water quality, economic development, farmland preservation/urban revitalization and social equity goals/activities.�


Develop a modified annual Community Capital Investment Strategy (CCIS) that would focus on the implementation of priority infrastructure projects that help achieve regional sustainability goals.�


Quantify the potential positive impacts of a regional sustainable infrastructure program.�


Facilitate a research project that would demonstrate how various local (municipality/county) capital budgets might be integrated to achieve regional sustainable development/infrastructure goals.�


Facilitate a research project that would provide quantifiable measures of how current local, regional and state infrastructure resources are spent in region:


Preservation/rehab


Capacity enhancement


Meet federal/state mandates


Increase operating efficiency

Utilize outputs of research to propose changes to infrastructure investment practices to facilitate the development of a regional sustainable infrastructure strategy.

Learn more about the Growth Association’s Cluster Analysis activity and how there might be better linkages between BUGC’s sustainable infrastructure initiative and this Cluster Analysis effort to achieve consensus regional economic development goals.�


Design/implement a series of forums to facilitate the initiation of a Northeast Ohio “smart growth” movement.�


Become a clearinghouse for new infrastructure technologies that have demonstrated positive impacts on achieving regional sustainability goals.  Facilitate the introduction of these technologies through close working relationships with local/regional infrastructure agencies.�


Explore the use of The Natural Step process to facilitate the development of a consensus regional sustainable infrastructure agenda.
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
