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‘There are an estimated 481 connectons o publc central water supply systems in the
unincorporated portions of the county according o the Geauga County Water
Resources Depariment._(note: there are approximaely 28,595 indvicual water wels in
the county). Generalized areas served by pubicly opersted central water systems are
stown on Map X4 Three of the muncipaliies in the county have central water
senice: Chardon, Middlefield, and Burton. Al of these municigalfies have central wel
felds as the source of SUppY.

Pubiily operated ceniral water service in the townships is extremely restricied. Ony
Bainbridge Townsnip has siuch senvice. The lines are connected t the Cleveland water
System pursuant to a master meter agreement between the city and the county.

County and municipal operated ceniral water faciles are shown on Map 1X-5. Table
1X-3 corrlates with the map. The largest water plant is operated by the City of
Chardon, with a capacty of 1.1 MGD. The Cleveland water line serving Canyon Lakes
Subdivision, the East Washingion Street commercial zone, and Chagrn Fals Park in
Bainbridge hes a caacity of 0.7 MGD.
