Lake County Solid Waste District

· The Lake County Solid Waste District (the District) was established in 1990 in compliance with Ohio's solid waste law, HB 592. The District includes all 23 individual Lake County communities and is governed by its 7-member Policy Committee. The function of the Policy Committee is to develop strategies for waste management, to take the lead on 3-year County Solid Waste Management Plan updates, and to plan and oversee the special collection events.

· The federal mandate requires that local governments bear all costs associated with the new regulations, so Lake County instituted a stormwater user fee program.  The fees are charged on individual parcels of land based on the amount of impervious area on the property (hard surface).  The amount of impervious land is used because it has been shown to be a good indicator of the amount of runoff that leads to pollution.  All residential properties are charged a base rate.  Nonresidential properties are charged based upon the square footage they contain divided by the equivalent residential unit (ERU) which is 3,050 sq. ft.  For example, a commercial property with 30,500 sq. ft. of impervious surface would pay 10 times that of a residential property (30,500/3,050=10).

To whom it may concern:

I am investigating the possibility of regionalizing storm water management throughout Northeast Ohio.
