Sewer, Water, and Stormwater Group


SUMMIT COUNTY

From the Summit County Department of Environmental Services website:

The Summit County Department of Environmental Services (DOES) operates and maintains wastewater collection, transportation and treatment systems and water purification and distribution systems in the unincorporated areas of the County and in certain incorporated areas. Those areas comprise a district known as the Summit County Metropolitan Sewer District. DOES consists of a Sewer Division and a Water Division. Each division has its own distinct function, employs its own work force, and operates with its own County Council-approved budget. DOES prepares the sewer and water bills and collects the user fees and charges for deposit into the County treasury. The funds managed by DOES are enterprise funds and are not dependent upon the County's general operating funds.
The County Council has the authority and the duty to establish the rates and charges imposed on users of the sanitary sewer and water systems. The County administration, under the County Executive, typically makes recommendations to the Council concerning those rates and charges based on independent consultants' studies and its policy that such systems be "self-supporting." 
	Sewer Division



The Sewer Division is responsible for 17 wastewater treatment facilities, over 100 wastewater pumping stations and approximately 800 miles of sanitary sewers transporting wastewater both to the County-owned treatment plants and to those of the cities of Akron, Barberton and Twinsburg, Village of Lakemore, Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District and Stark and Portage Counties. 
The County-owned wastewater treatment facilities include the Fishcreek and Springfield wastewater treatment plants, each with an operating capacity of eight and four million gallons per day (MGD), respectively. The Fishcreek plant currently operates at 4.1 MGD and an average of 2.1 MGD was processed at the Springfield plant during 2000 and is permitted for 5 MGD, enabling Summit County to serve new users in developing areas of the City of Stow and adjacent areas.

Stormwater Operations

1.
What land area are you responsible for?  Where are the boundaries?

All of the townships, villages, and cities within Summit County except the Village of Peninsula are located fully or partially within an urbanized area (UA) as determined by the 2000 Decennial Census by the Bureau of Census. Therefore, the Ohio EPA identified these jurisdictions as jurisdictions that must apply for a NPDES Phase II storm water permit in March 2003. The City of Akron, with a population in excess of 100,000, is not covered in this Ohio EPA Permits since it was required to participate in Phase I of the Ohio EPA NPDES program. 

The list of jurisdictions and entities that have committed to participate as Co-Permittees in this program are presented in Table 1.1. Metro Parks, serving Summit County has been included in the list of Co-Permittees at their request even though they were not identified by the Ohio EPA as a MS4 that must apply for Phase II permit coverage. This SWMP does not include the following jurisdictions that elected to develop separate SWMPs and permit applications: the City of Barberton, the City of Cuyahoga Falls, the City of Fairlawn, the City of Hudson, the City of Macedonia, and the City of Norton. It is the goal of the County Engineer to continue discussions with the representatives of these jurisdictions to facilitate the possible incorporation of these separate SWMPs in this program at some point in the future. Four meetings were held during the preparation of this document to allow each Co-Permittee to review and comment on the BMPs included in this program and the content of this document.

How many miles of pipe are you responsible for?  What maintenance procedures  do you have?

230 miles of county roads and 121 miles of county maintained ditches in the county portion of the Phase II storm water program. The county has road, bridge, and ditch maintenance crews that work year round to maintain the condition of the strop drain system, road culverts, driveways culverts, bridges, roadway drainage, and county ditches. The exact mileage of this public storm drain system is not known at this time.

Approximately how many outfall points do you have in your district to streams or bodies of water?

Summit County Storm Drain System Map – Culverts, Outfalls, household sewage treatment systems (HSTS) outfalls, and other drainage features in the right-of-way have been located using GPS units on the following roads: all of the county roads in Copley Township; Bath Township, Richfield Township, Coventry Township, and portions of Sagamore Hills Township and Twinsburg Township. The remainder are scheduled to be located in the next two years. Prior to beginning of outfall location program we estemted that the county portion of the Phase II storm water program would probably have over 1000 outfalls.

The Phase Ii program is unfunded in Summit County and we do not have a storm water utility established so there are no rates.
