Phone interview conducted with Joyce Braverman of Shaker Heights City Planning department revealed the following. A commercial TIF was used for the Shaker Town Center while a separate residential TIF was used to redevelop Sussex Court residential development. Only the Port Authority locally has the ability to create a TIF district without conducting a blight study. 

Regionalism impact:

The county administers the TIF and separates out “in lieu of” the additional revenues due to the county’s role as tax assessor and auditor. 

 Other adjacent counties have been contacted and I am awaiting their listings for TIF districts. 

Tax Increment Financing and Business Improvement Districts by their nature are a private self-determination initiative in response to poor government or to address specific needs above that which local government and municipal entities provide. 

I have requested a listing from State of Ohio Department of Development (contact is Carrie Manno she is on vacation) to provide me with listing of all Business Improvement Districts in the seven county study area. As of March 3rd,  I am still awaiting this data. It will be forwarded on when received.
