About the Northeast Ohio Transit Agencies Data

· Northeast Ohio transit agencies studied for this project include: Akron METRO, Geauga Transit Authority, Greater Cleveland Regional Transit Authority (GCRTA), LAKETRAN, Lorain Transit Authority, Medina County Transit, NOMBL, and Portage Area Transit Authority (PARTA).

· Note: NOMBL data was only available for the year 2001 as it merged with CGRTA. 

· Spreadsheet includes information on coverage area, transit ridership, personnel, operating expenses, funding, and performance for calendar years 2001, 2002, and 2003.

· Data was compiled from the Ohio Department of Transportation website’s (http://www.dot.state.oh.us/ptrans/) “Status of Transit in Ohio” publication.

· Definition of terms: 
· Contract Fares - Contract fares must be the fully allocated cost of providing transit service.  Contract service is over and above your general public service in that it requires additional work in developing contracts, scheduling, recordkeeping, and invoicing. Contract fare rates may be based on a per passenger, per mile, per vehicle hour rate, or any combination of these factors. The revenue generated from contract fares may be used as local match.

· Demand Response Service - A transportation service characterized by flexible routing and scheduling of relatively small vehicles to provide door-to-door or point-to-point transportation at the user’s demand. Sometimes also referred to as paratransit.

· Fixed-Route - Transportation service operated over a set route or network of routes generally on a regular time schedule.
· Operating Cost - The recurring costs of providing transit service, i.e., wages, salaries, fuel, oil, taxes, maintenance, depreciation, insurance, marketing, etc.

· Operating Recovery Ratio - Total farebox revenue plus contract service revenue divided by total operating expenses.

· Operating Revenue - Total revenue earned by a transit system through its transit operations. It includes passenger fares, contract revenue, advertising, investment income, and other revenue.
· Passenger Miles - The total number of passengers carried by a transit system multiplied by the number of miles traveled. 
· Passenger Trip - One person making a one-way trip from origin to destination. One round trip equals two passenger trips.

· Map displays the fixed routes of the transit agencies.

· Data obtained from NOACA.

· Shapefiles for use in a GIS were not available for Akron METRO, which does have fixed routes.
