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Each group will have one Web page to display whatever research they’d like to publish.  Web space is virtually unlimited

Items can be displayed in a variety of ways:

Plug it right into an HTML page

Everything can be published upfront right into an HTML, but this can make pages very lengthy.  It may be difficult for users to find what they’d like quickly.  But the positive is that they won’t have to download various items, which could be unpleasant if users have a dial-up connection. 

Make a link to a downloadable document

Preferably, make attachments into PDFs.  This is best because not all persons have or use Microsoft Office, and Adobe Acrobat Reader is free and available to everyone.  All computers in the college should allow you to print to PDF.  Just go to File > Print and select Print to PDF as your printer.  If absolutely necessary, we can publish any kind of file you’d like.

Also, please include a brief link title and description/summary for what you will be posting.  Define any terms that may be unclear to the average person.

An example:

The Basics of Payday Lending - Payday lending, also called cash advance, is a practice that traps desperate borrowers in debt at extraordinarily high interest rates. The Center for Responsible Lending includes information about what payday loans are and how they seek to take advantage of unknowing persons.

Please provide the name and path to the document so we can download it to the website folder.  You can email your files as attachments, but it’s much easier for us to receive the location of your file on the R: drive.

Make a link to another Web page

Please provide a concise link title and summary of what users can find on that page (see above).  Give the full URL (including the http:// part).  It’s best to copy it directly from your browser’s address field.

Pictures, photos, maps, charts, and graphs

Please use jpegs, gifs, or PDFs.  For charts made in Excel or Word, try to print them to PDF or export them as a jpeg or gif.  If necessary, we can publish Microsoft Office files.

Or, we can place these items directly on your HTML page.

Additional notes

Please put your name(s) on all of your work, MUPDD Capstone 2005, and Levin College of Urban Affairs on your work.  Place them along with the page numbers so that they appear on every page.

We’ve placed your names on your group’s page.  Please let us know if, for some reason, you prefer that your name isn’t posted.
